David Taylor’s obsession w ith fabric began at an early age, salvaging tiny scraps from his mother's sew-
ing area trash bin. This began his love and appreciation for fabric, though not a love for quilting. "Who w ould
ever w ant to cut up their beautiful fabrics into tiny pieces?" he says.

After college, David embarked on a career in graphic design (before computers!), primarily w orking for news-
papers. Throughout his 20-year career, he received more than 100 regional and national aw ards for newspa-
per editorial layout and advertising design.

David's first quilt design w as in 1999, a fundraiser quilt collaboration for Strings Music Festival in Steamboat
with friend and professional long-arm quilter Madeleine Vail of Clark, CO. In 2006, David discovered a love for
hand-appliqué, and all of his w arks since then have been stitched together by hand. "I don't think Il ever give
up my machine for the actual quilting," he adds. In 2008, he became an ambassador for HandiQuilter, a quilt-
ing machine manufacturer based in Salt Lake City, UT.

Now , a decade into his quilting journey, he has exhibited his w ork internationally and teaches at numerous
venues throughout the year. He is now a full-time quilt teacher and speaker.

David Taylor has been the recipient of the Fairfield Master Aw ard for Contemporary Quilting fromthe Interna-
tional Quilt Association (2006), the Brother Wall Machine Workmanship Aw ard from the American Quilters So-

ciety (Paducah, 2008),) and a tw o-time Best of Show winner at the IQA's Spring Festival in Chicago (2007,

The Cotton Reel block is used as a part of a number of other, larger blocks. It is also used for borders and is

great for using up scraps.

Fabrics: (1) aw hite onw hite pairedwith (2) a floral that has w hite in it;
Small-to-medium prints w ork best. 30’s prints w ork, if the print contains some
white.

Cut both fabrics into 6 ¥2” squares. One square of each fabric, paired, will
make tw o 5 %" blocks.

Put one w hite piece, right sides together (RST), with one colored square.
Draw a diagonal line from corner to corner on the w hite.
Sew ¥2" aw ay fromthe draw n line, on both sides of it.

Cut apart on the draw n line. Youw ll have tw o half-square triangle blocks.

Gently press open, with the seamto the dark fabric. They need to “nest” for the next step.

Place the tw o half square triangles RST, so that the seams nest and the w hite fabric is facing the colored fabric of

the opposite HST.
